ALIENBEES—LIMITED-EDITION COLORS 
Paul C. Buff has introduced two limited-edition colors—Purple Haze and Navajo Turquoise—to his line of AlienBees 
strobes. Only 3,000 units of each color will be produced. Specs for these strobes are the same as their nonlimited-
edition counterparts; however, they cost an additional $10 for the limited-edition colors. Should you decide to upgrade 
to a more powerful model within two years of your purchase, you can do so for $25 plus the price difference between 
models. The AlienBees B400 costs $234.95, the B800 goes for $289.05, and the B1600 runs $369.95.
